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Coast Guard Patrol Boat Construction project

Goal: Provision of modern technical means to the Latvian Naval Flotilla.
Implementation period: 2007/-2014
Financing: EUR 55.8 million

- Within the scope of the project, the Latvian joint-stock company “Riga Shipyard” has supplied five patrol boats for the needs of the Latvian Naval
Flotilla. Three of the five boats were constructed in Germany and two — in Latvia.

- Patrol boats are 25 metres long and 13.5 metres wide. They are Small Waterplane Area Twin Hull boats crewed by eight. They are able to operate
at full efficiency in waves up to 3.5 metres. Special configuration keeps the boat horizontally stable. Draught of the boat — 2.7 metres, speed — 20
nautical miles, capacity of engine — 1600 kW, hull material — aluminium.
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- The following names have been given to patrol boats — “Skrunda”, “Césis”, “Viesite”, “Jelgava” and “Rézekne”. The names have been selected in
honour of the most important battle sites of the Latvian Fights for Freedom in the historic regions of Latvia: Kurzeme, Zemgale, Augskurzeme (Sélija),
Vidzeme, and Latgale.

- The staff of the Latvian Naval Flotilla actively participated throughout the procurement process; including initial specification of requirements,
review and selection of onboard systems and technology, and participated in technical design finalization.

- Since 2014, patrol boats are undergoing gradual upgrades, inter alia, fielding common command, control and communications systems as well
as combat management systems.
